Now that you know how to talk a little “Koi-dangi” you decide to brave
a dealer and buy a nice baby Kohaku. You show off your new baby
like any proud Koi parent to your other Koi friends. The well wishers
tell you that's a nice looking Tosai you got there might even be a
Tategoi. Say What!

Oh no, your little red & white Koi isn't a Kohaku! Relax, it's just more
Koi-speak. They just said you had a nice 1-year-old Koi “Tosai” with
great potential “Tategoi”.

This time around I'll give you Age and Quality terms along with another set of Koi Varieties. You
are on your way to talking like a pro.

In trying to pronounce these Japanese terms, please remember that:
The letter "R" is sometimes pronounced like the letter "L" in English.
The Japanese pronunciation for the letter "I" is similar to the English
pronunciation for the long "E", as in the word "see."

In this guide the Japanese letter "G" is a hard sound similar to its sound in
the English words, "get" or "give."

Sometime Japanese vowels are not pronounced at all in the guide below.
The accented syllable is in ALL CAPITAL LETTERS .

The following guide is from various sources online that describe what the term means and how it
relates to Koi. | have grouped the guide by the varieties and specific terms used with them,
followed by some common terms.

Kol Varieties:

Remember the colors are:

AKA (ah-KAH) or HI (hee) Red

Kl (kee) Yellow

SHIRO (SHEER-oh) White

SUMI (SOO-mee) Black or a black pattern

Note: | have found that SUMI is sometimes spelled Zumi (ZOO-mee) or
pronounced (SUE-Me) — no wonder we can't say this stuff right!

UTSURI (OOT-sir-Ee). Black Koi with either white, yellow or orange pattern.

UTSURIMONO (OOT-sir-Ee-moh-noh). The show classification under which Utsuri
are shown.
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HI UTSURI (hee OOT sir-Ee). Black Koi with an orange/red pattern. The
orange/red pattern is considered "windows" on top of a black base.

KI UTSURI (kee OOT sir-Ee.) A black Koi with a yellow pattern. Not as easy to find
with a clear pattern and not breed as widely as the others.

SHIRO UTSURI (SHEER-oh OOT-sir-Ee). Black Koi with a white pattern. Most
popular at the moment.

HIKARI UTSURIMONO (HEE-kah-ree OOT-sir-ee MOEnNoh). The show
classification under which the metallic Utsuri and Showa are shown.

GIN SHIRO UTSURI or GIN SHIRO (gen SHEER-oh OOT sir-Ee). A silvery
metallic Shiro Utsuri.

BEKKO (beh-KOH). Koi with a base color of white (Shiro), orange-red (Aka) or
yellow (Ki) with "windows" of black markings on the base color. The ideal sumi
pattern should look like stepping stones going down the back.

AKA BEKKO (ah-KAH beh-KOH). An Orange/red Koi with black markings.

Kl BEKKO (kee beh-KOH). A rare non-metallic yellow Koi with black markings.
SHIRO BEKKO (SHEER-oh beh-KOH). White Koi with black markings.

GIN BEKKO (gen beh-KOH) A metallic Shiro Bekko

HI-BOTAN: Koi resembling Bekko, derived from Utsuri lineage (Kawarimono).

Age References:

Kego (keh' goy) Fry, Koi babies just born
Kuroko (coo row' koh) Black Fry

Akako (ah'ka koh) Red fry

Shiroko (she' row koh) White fry
Tosai (toe' sigh) Baby Koi that are less than 1 year old
Nisai (knee' sigh) Koi 2 years old
Sansai (sahn' sigh) Koi 3 years old
Yonsai (yoo-hn' sigh) Koi 4 years old
Gosai (go' sigh) Koi 5 years old
Seigyo (SAY gyow) Mature Koi more than 6 years old

Quality References:

Tategoi (tat' eh goy) Koi that will improve, unfinished but has a promising future.

Taragoi (tah rah goy) "IF" Koi. Tara means "IF", used to describe Koi that must
change in order to become better. A Taragoi is not necessarily a Tategoi, but a
Tategoi is a Taragoi.

Shiagari (she ah' gah ree) Finish. Koi become more beautiful or less beautiful as
time goes by. If a Koi finishes well and is beautiful, we say it has good Shiagari. If
a Koi does not finish well, then we say it has poor Shiagari.
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Kokugyo (coh' coo-g yoh) Kokugyo means "national fish". The term also can be
used for the title given to Koi that wins Best in Size at the All Japan Combined
Nishikigoi Show.

FUJI: A highly metallic lustre on the head of a young Kaoi, visible as minute
bubbles. Most often seen in good young Sanke and occasionally, Ogon and
Kohaku.

Kikei (key kay) Deformed
Ippin (ee pihn') One of a kind, Especially beautiful

Joppa (jo pah’) Term to indicate the highest class of Nishikigoi. Usually used to
describe a group of high-class Tosai. Tyuppa describes a group of middle-class
Koi, and Zappa describes a group that is the lowest class Koi.

Kamisori Giwa (kah' mee sow ree gee' wah) Razor-cut Kiwa, It means that the
Kiwa is sharp and straight like a razor-cut, and cuts across the scales rather than
following the shape of the scales. It is one of the ideal Kiwa shapes. Another
ideal Kiwa is Maruzome.

Kokkaku (coh kah' coo) Bone structure. Body conformation, quality, pattern are
the three important factors in Nishikigoi's beauty. The foundation of good body
conformation is the bone structure.

Kage (KAH-gay). "Shadow" or "phantom." Describes a hazy, reticulated
or blurry black pattern.

ﬁ Kage Shiro Utsuri (KAH-gay SHEER-oh OOT sir-Ee) A Koi with the
basic black and white Utsuri pattern and kage pattern over the white
(Classified as Kawarimono and not Utsuri).

Jyami (ja' me) Small Sumi dots, appears on varieties with Sumi, indicates poor
quality, a fault.

Ato Sumi (A-toe-SOO-mee) Late developing black markings
Nabe Sumi (nah' beh soo' mee) Poor Sumi.

Susu Sumi (sue' sue soo'mee) Soot Sumi. Low-quality Sumi that is like soot
which is simply black without luster. Also called Nabe Zumi.
