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Talking about Koi, hoi-dangi (Hoi dan, ece) Say what?

So you are at the show and decide to take the plunge and buy from a
vendor. You spy a cute little Showa that has a nice red spot on her
head. The vendor calls the spot a Tancho, which makes her a
Tancho Showa. Then you see something completely different; a
Doitsu, its bright blue with bright red stripes down the side! The
vendor tells you that its one of the few Koi that has a Doitsu version
with its own name, this is called a Shusui and the scaled version is
an Asagi. Say What!

Oh great, now you have to learn scaled and scaleless names too! Not to worry there are only a
few.

This time around | Il show you the different scale patterns along with another set of Koi Varieties.
You are on your way to amazing the pro.

In trying to pronounce these Japanese terms, please remember that:

e The letter "R" is sometimes pronounced like the letter "L" in English.

*  The Japanese pronunciation for the letter "1" is similar to the English
pronunciation for the long "E", as in the word "see."

* In this guide the Japanese letter "G" is a hard sound similar to its sound in
the English words, "get" or "give."

* Sometime Japanese vowels are not pronounced at all in the guide below.

e The accented syllable is in ALL CAPITAL LETTERS.

The following guide is from various sources online that describe what the term means and how it
relates to Koi. | have grouped the guide by the varieties and specific terms used with them,
followed by some common terms.

Koi Varieties:

Doitsu scales at the shoulder - Doitsu without shoulder scales - Armored Doitsu scales

% DOITSU (DOYT suh) Any Koi with scales along dorsal and latera | lines only. There is
a Doitsu version of almost every variety. There are a few Doitsu Koi with their own names,
such as Shusui and Kumonryu.

Kagami-goi (mirror carp) - Doitsu Koi with lines of scales on the back and along the
lateral lines.

é Kawas-goi (leather carp) - Doitsu Koi without scales or with only one line of scales on
each side along the base of the dorsal fin.

% Metallic Doitsu: Doitsu-Ogon, Platinum-Doitsu, Doitsu-Kujaku, Ki-Kokuryu, Kikusui,
Doitsu-Kin-Ki-Utsuri, Doitsu-Kin-Showa, Kinsui, Ginsui, Mizuho-Ogon, Heisei-Nishiki (Doitsu-
Yamatonishiki).
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% Non Metallic Doitsu: (all types excluding Shusui varieties) Doitsu-Kohaku, Doitsu-
Sanke, Doitsu-Showa, Doitsu-Utsuri, Doitsu-Bekko, Doitsu-Tancho, Doitsu-Matsuba,

Kumonyru, Beni-Kumonryu, Doitsu-Kawarimono.

g SHUSUI (SHOO-swee) Doitsu Asagi, blue Koi with red on the belly and up the sides,
clear white head with an indigo or black row of scales on either side of the dorsal fin. They

may have red at base of pectoral fins and dorsal fin.

i; Hi Shusui - Shusui that have red color up to the dorsal line.

&  Hana Shusui - (Hana meaning flower in Japanese) also have more red than normal,
but here it is in the form of an extra band between the lateral line and dorsal fin, with a
break in between. In the best examples, the HI is laid out in a wavy pattern to give a

. flowery effect.
& Ki Shusui - yellow replaces the red.

TR ASAG ( AH sah gee) "Sky Color" Blue Koi with a red belly, the primary pattern
appears as a light net pattern over an indigo base, clear white head, may have Motoaka, very

old variety. These are predominantly blue or gray on their back and their underside is red or
orange. Its net scalation is important. The red (hi) should extend onto the base of the pectoral

fins.

ﬁ Narumi Asagi (nah’ roo mee ah’ sah gee) - The normal Asagi pattern is considered to
be the Narumi Asagi, whose name resembles Narumi Shibori (which refers to a
traditional cloth pattern). Narumi Asagi have a white netting created by Fukurin that

surrounds the indigo blue core of each scale.
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& Sakame Asagi (saa kah’ meh ah’ sah gee) - Reverse Asagi. Koi that has white cores in
the scales, and indigo netting, which is the exact opposite of the scale pattern on a
~ Narumi Asagi.
ﬁ Asagi Sanke which have an Asagi pattern with red on the abdomen and head region
~and a white underside.
ﬁg Konjo Asagi which possess a net coloration ranging from dark gray to black.
& Taki Asagi which are blue on the back and red on the abdominal area, with an
. intersecting band of white.
5{ Mizu Asagi have the light blue coloration which is currently the most prized.
& hi Asagi - have a greater than usual percentage of red patterning, which can extend
almost up to the dorsal fin.
Body parts:

Mudagoke (moo dah’ go key) - Wasteful scales. Irregular scales on a Doitsu Koi. The
straight scale lines starting from the shoulder and running along both sides of the dorsal
fin are the highlight of a Doitsu Koi's beauty. Any scales out of order are very noticeable
and disgrace the Koi's appearance.

Sokusen (sow coo’ sen) - Lateral lines. This term refers to the "lateral line" on both side of
the Koi. The line divides the Koi in half lengthwise. We can see the pattern above the
Sokusen, but not below it, unless we view the Koi from the side. The Sokusen is used to
sense low frequency vibrations in the water.

Jyami (ja’ me) - Undesirable black freckles, Many tiny dots of Sumi. Also called Jyari
(gravel) Zumi or Goma (sesami) Jyami

Oni Uroko (oh ni’ oo row koh) - The large, dark-blue scales running down the back of
Shusui.

Amime (ah’ me meh) Netting. Nishikigoi are covered with scales, and sometimes the
scalation looks like a beautiful netting pattern.

Fukurin (who’ coo reen) - Scale Wrap. It is the cuticle of the skin which appears as a line
drawn in a ring around a scale. This name was taken from the term Fuku (meaning to
"cover" or "wrap") and Rin (meaning "scale"). Fukurin is most noticeable in Hikarimono,
and was originally thought to occur only in metallic varieties because it was harder to see
in other varieties. Fukurin is now also seen in large sized Kohaku and Taisho Sanshoku
(Sanke).

Funazoko Hi (who' nah zoh koh hee) - Bottom Hi. Hi on the belly and below the lateral
lines of Asagi and Shusui. Funazoko means the bottom of ship. It is called this because it
resembles the red paint seen on the waterline of a steamship. It is a point of appreciation
for these varieties which lack other strong colors.

Hikobore (hee’ koh bow ray) - Stray Hi spots. A small Hi that is separated from the other
Hi plates. Also called Tobi Hi. It is not desirable and is usually an unnecessary Hi, but it
could be a good accent in a Kohaku that has too much Shiroji.

Motoaka (moh toe ah’ ka) - Hi at the base of pectoral fins. 30% is ideal. Small Hi that is
gathered together at the spot where the fin meets the body shows the quality of the Koi's
Hi and is a feature of some varieties and patterns. The rest of the pectoral fins must be
white. If it cannot easily be seen in a Kohaku when the Koi is viewed from the top, then it
is acceptable. If it is obvious, it is considered a weak point in Kohaku, but a feature in
Asagi and Shusui.



e Yakko(yah' cow) - Hi on Asagi cheeks.

* Yakko Hi (yah' cow hee) - Leading Hi. Yakko means "leading man of a daimyo’s
precession line." Hi in the gill area that is only seen on Asagi and Shusui. The term
occurs because Koi with these markings resemble the face makeup of a leading man of a
daimyo’s procession line. Hi on both gills is called Ryo Yakko, Hi on one side is called
Kata Yakko. The optimal Yakko Hi forms a horseshoe-shaped pattern that has white in
the middle.

e Kanoko (kah’ no coh) - Fawn. Hi dotting the cetner of Shiroji scales, which makes the
Koi appear dappled like a fawn. All Koi with this characteristic are called Kanoko, and it
can apply to any non-metallic variety with Hi.

Showa Tancho,
Goshiki Tancho,
Kohaku Tancho

g TANCHO (tahn-CHOH) - A term for a red spot on the head of a Koi where there is no
other red on the body. The preferred shape should be round like the circle in the Japanese
flag and is called a Tancho after the Tancho Crane.

e Tancho Kohaku - Solid White Koi with a single Hi head marking

e Tancho Sanke - Like a Sanke but there are no red markings other than a single mark on
the head.

e Tancho Showa - Like a Showa but no red markings other than a single one on the head
» Tancho Kage Showa - Same as a Kage Showa but with a single red marking on head
e Tancho Kanoko Showa - Same as Kanoko Showa but with a single red marking on head
